All reports indicate that the standard of the students is rising and there were some very fine candidates 

this year.   An Examinersô course was conducted in 2006 and candidates are augmenting the registered 

examiners in the Guild now that they have graduated.   Rory Thomas (OA), a Guild teacher in Sydney, 

as reported last year is regularly taking students to Paris performing in Jazz.   Rory has developed his 

youthful band into an excellent combination that regularly travels overseas.  Most of these students (if 

not all) have completed Guild examinations.   Rory has done a remarkable job with these youngsters 

and is to be congratulated on his efforts.   Comment should be made that three of our newly appointed 

examiners Margaret Wickham, Anna Castle and Lesley Beale all commenced their examination careers 

successfully.

Mention must also be made of the fine administrative work of Denise and her assistant, Rod, who 

maintain direct contact with teachers in all areas. 

 

PUBLIC EXAMINATIONS:  
 

Examinations have been conducted throughout Australia, Singapore, Malaysia and Borneo.   

Considerable interest is still being shown in the United States and we expect to make an announcement 

about this sometime next year.  

Again in NSW there were several excellent Performance examination candidates, some of whom will 

be performing at the Guild Graduation in April together with other Public Examination and Tertiary 

graduates.   Some of the Performance candidates did outstanding work, presenting fine performance 

notes, dressing appropriately for the occasion and performing at a very high level of skill.

I am pleased to announce that Ivan Holmes the Guild President achieved his doctorate degree and 

attended the Ceremony at JCU in Townsville with his family.   It was pleasing to note that his 

supervisor Professor Davis made a special trip from Canberra to be present at the Ceremony.

A year in the life of the Guild . 
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At the Faculty it was also an exciting year, with our first intake of students accessing the DEST FEE

There is also provision for private teachers to upgrade their current qualifications in music or apply for 

consideration for entry to the Examinersô program of study. 
 

The Guild is now completely digital and uses DVDs as the normal means of delivery to distance 

students and the Guild boasts the largest and widest range of course DVDs in Australia.   All lectures 

are recorded direct to DVD and this allows distance students to ófeel a part of the groupô as well as 

allowing students who miss lectures to catch up by viewing the video   This system is also used when 

Public Examinations are videotaped.   It is Guild policy that all Proficiency, Associate and Licentiate 

examinations are videotaped.   In the course of each year a random selection of grade examinations are 

also videotaped for the training of examiners as well as being used as a means of establishing 

reliability and accountability between examiners.   Teachers should make all students are aware of this 

condition. 
 

 The Guild Orientation weekend is usually last weekend in February, but this year will be the first 

weekend in March, Saturday 1
st
 and Sunday 2

nd
 with the course proper commencing on Monday, 

March 3
rd
.   Although aimed at our tertiary students, advanced level candidates and teachers interested 

in an innovative and interesting weekend of music related to teaching and method etc are welcome to 

attend.

CONCESSIONAL RE-ENTRY.  

This type of examination entry concerns a candidate who misses an examination because of 

medical or other reasons.   A doctor's certificate or appropriate letter must accompany the entry, 

plus payment of the necessary half fee(s) based on the current Fee.   This is only held over until 

the next series of examinations, otherwise it lapses.   Any fees held in credit will then be forfeited.    

This procedure also applies to any examination for which a new time and date is requested by the 

candidate.   When making this application, a candidate has the right to make a concessional re-

entry at a higher Grade level.   Payment of the full fee for a higher grade/level is required. 
 

TRANSFER of FEES.  

Fees may NOT be transferred to the credit of another candidate - EXCEPT in cases of hardship or 

similar circumstances within the family.   Such a concession must be approved by the Director 

after an application in writing has been made. 
 

LATE FEE .  
Applications lodged after the advertised closing dates that are printed in the GUILD  'Contact' 

Journal in January of each year, are subject to a Late Fee surcharge for EACH Certificate and 

Diploma entry.   This procedure, which will be strictly enforced, is necessary to assist in defraying 

the extra administrative costs incurred.   The late fee is now listed as the actual fee not a surcharge.

GUILD ACHIEVES CHARITY STATUS  

The Australian Guild of Music Education has been granted charity status by the Taxation Department 

and approved by the Commonwealth Government.   This means that all donations, donated awards etc 

are tax deductible by the donor.   All donations will be issued an appropriate receipt for tax deduction 

claims.

Note: Entries, music for approval, 

reports and certificates for testamur applications are NOT acceptable by fax ,and paper copies must be 

mailed. 

 

PAST THEORY PAPERS  

Past theory papers prior to 2000 are no longer available for purchase. 

 

EXAMINATION ENTRY PAYMENT  

Only cheques from teachers are acceptable.   Cheques from students etc are NOT acceptable.   In 2008 

we will have to be stricter on this and return the cheques to the teacher. 

The students, of course, must be ready for the examination, as once entered, there is no fee refund. 

 

MUSI C APPROVALS  

A new form has been introduced (included with this posting) with teachers to fill in the Title, 

Composer, Instrument and Standard.    Only the first page of the music should be sent.   A stamped, 

self-addressed envelope must be enclosed to return the approvals.   This is not just a postage cost, but 

an efficiency issue.   You know your own address better than we do. 

 

EXAMINATION ENTRY FORMS  

On all entry forms, teachers must enter the ñTEACHER OR SCHOOLò address as the address where they 

want the reports and certificates sent eg a PO Box.   As everything, including the envelope, is prepared 

from the entry forms, we cannot be expected to know that you want them sent to a different address. 

 

THEORY EXAMINATION ENTRIES  

Once again there have been a number of problems with theory examinations in 2007. 

Copies of the computer listing for the theory examination are sent to all teachers and supervisors.   If 

teachers notice an error (this can happen, as we are only human), then the office must be notified 

immediately so that a correction can be made.   Sometimes it is only a typo, but there have been some 

instances of teachers omitting a student or entering them for the incorrect grade. 

Supervisors are NOT permitted to photocopy additional examination papers on the examination day. 

 

PRACTICAL AND PERFORMANCE EXAMINATIONS  

As with the theory, care must be exercised in entering students with the correct grade/level and 

spelling of the name.   Once running sheets have been forwarded to teachers, the certificates are printed 

with everything except the result, which is why you get them so quickly after the examination.   Due to 

the large number of corrections we have had to make in 2007, the fee of $10.00 per certificate which 

requires correction, due to incorrect entry information, will be strictly enforced in 2008. 
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COPYRIGHT MUSIC  
It has been reported by examiners that students are presenting for examinations with photocopies of 

music pieces from both general publications and Guild publications. 

This is a breech of the copyright laws and is against Guild regulations ï see paragraph 41.8 of the 

GUILD Handbook 

Due to the current litigious attitude among music publishers the Guild cannot condone the practice 

(including Guild publications), and examiners will be asked to enforce the requirements of paragraph 

41.8 and ask candidates to produce an original publication. 

 

CORRECTIONS TO CERTIFICATES  

If a typographical error is made in a certificate, the correct procedure is to mark on the certificate in red 

pen the correct name etc and return the certificate to the office and a new one will be issued.   

Remember if the error is from the entry form, there will be a $10 fee.   E-mailing us that ñFredôsò 

name was wrong does not give us sufficient information to re-issue the certificate. 

 

CHEQUES AND BANKING  

Cheques must be made payable to ñAustralian Guild of Music Education Inc.ò,  this is the only 

acceptable form.   Cheques made out to other entities are not acceptable and will be returned. 

 

NETBANK PAYMENTS  

When paying by NETBANK teachers must e-mail us the receipt or notification of the date, payee 

entry, amount and what it is for. 

 

 

 

 

 

*READ ONLY DOCUMENTS  
 

Many of our frequently used forms are protected by a password to make sure that we do not accidently 

change them.   When they are sent to you and you try to open them, you will get an information box 

asking for a password followed by óOKô, óCANCELô, óREAD ONLYô.   This is not a problem.   

Simply click on the óREAD ONLYô and proceed as normal.   The document can be printed and saved 

with changes under a different title if you need to. 
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RESPONSIBILITY .   It is the teacher's or candidate's responsibility for the necessary application to 

be made for all Certificates and Diplomas.

ü ONLY TWO FORMS . 

ü Use a separate WHITE entry form for all SPEECH and MUSIC PRACTICAL ENTRIES. 

ü Use a separate YELLOW entry form for all SPEECH and MUSIC THEORY ENTRIES. 

ü Use a separate entry form for all SPEECH and MUSIC PRACTICAL DIPLOMA 

ENTRIES.  

ü FAX Must not be used for examination entries and/or for 'Own Choice music.   'Own 

Choice' music must be sent by mail and must include a stamped self-addressed envelope 

for return.   Otherwise, no answer. 

 

ü EXAMINATION ENTRY FORMS.   When completing entry forms try to keep the 

Grades and/or the Steps together as much as possible.   e.g. Preliminary, Grade 1, Grade 2 

etc, rather than entry which would read Preliminary, Grade Six, Step Two, Grade Four, 

Grade One, Step Three etc.   By placing all grades and steps in numerical order, the 

calculation of the necessary fee will then be easier for you as a teacher and will certainly 

assist the office in this regard.   Please do not use the same face sheet for practical entries 

and theory entries.   Keep these entries and face sheets separate. 

ü STEP or GRADE or LEVEL  must be clearly stated.   Please make sure that you enter 

your candidate into the correct Step or Grade.   Omission of this essential information 

often causes errors in the programming. 

ü CORRECT SUBJECT.   It is essential to give full and correct information for each 

candidate entry.   e.g MODERN Guitar; CLASSICAL Guitar; MODERN Pianoforte; 

Theory etc.   Abbreviations such as Mod. & Class. & The can be used.   It must be clearly 

stated whether the examination is for a particular music instrument, or for singing, or for 

Speech and Drama (S&D) or for Oral Communication (OC).   Often this is not done, and 

the office is at a loss to know the teacher's intentions.   The student must perform on the 

instrument as entered.   e.g. Mod Piano (On a Piano - Not on a Keyboard.) Keyboard on a 

K/B and not on an organ, unless prior arrangement has been made. 

ü SURNAME.   Print clearly in the correct place.   Be particularly careful with surnames 

which begin with Mac, Mc, O', van, hyphenated and articled names. 

ü FIRST NAME or GIVEN NAME (only).   Print in the correct space.   DO NOT USE 

abbreviated  names or nicknames.   NO SECOND NAMES. 

ü SPELLING OF NAMES and other information MUST BE CORRECT.   Certificates are 

written as entries are received, from information supplied by teachers on entry forms. 

ü EACH ENTRY sheet must be fully completed.   e.g. 14 entries to ONE sheet.   NOT ONE 

ENTRY PER SHEET. 

ü YOUR REGISTERED NUMBER.   On your entry form, complete clearly the information 

required.   Please make certain that you always quote your current Teacher Society 

Registration number.   When you register for the year, you are given a card which has the 

number written on it.   Include your e-mail contact address. 

ü CURRENT FEE LIST must be used.   The Fee List is printed in every issue of 'Contact'.   

If you are unsure of fees, please ring the office.   Please do not guess.   Phone and Fax.(03) 

9822 3111. 

ü YOUR CHEQUE or MONEY ORDER must be sent for the total amount collected from 

your students.   Do NOT send separate entry cheques for each student OR entry cheques 

from parents.   (Sometimes these cheques are dishonoured with resultant costs).   The only 
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exception is when a student is a self entry candidate and a teacher is not involved with the 

examination.   Please do not forward CASH. 

 

ü FEES.   Regulations clearly state that there can be no substitution of fees from one 

candidate to another or any refund of fees. 

ü LATE FEES STRICTLY APPLY.   These amounts are printed in the annual issue of 

'Contact'. 

ü REMEMBER the NEW method of paying through the Internet.  

ü OBSERVE THE CLOSING DATES.   Late entries cost your students an unnecessary 

charge. 

  Late entries will only be accepted up to 7 days after the official closing date. 

ü TEACHERS are requested to IMMEDIATELY NOTIFY the GUILD  office if any 

candidate's name has been omitted. 

ü VENUE CHANGE.   The Guild does not encourage this practice as then timetables can be 

effected and this causes problems with examiner's traveling time and schedules.   Cause 

and effect then takes its toll on other students and teachers.   If a student wishes a change 

in venue, then immediate contact must be made with the GUILD  office to see if this is 

possible.   A follow up letter of confirmation, together with the necessary cheque for 

administration costs as well as a half fee, must then be made.   The change of venue for an 

examination requiring two examiners is impossible. 

ü BUT, if a change in venue and time is found to be necessary because of some unforeseen 

factors at the time of entry, the teacher or the self-entry student must communicate with 

the GUILD  office in Melbourne.   Arrangements must not be made with GUILD 

Examiners. 

ü VIDEO RECORDING OF EXAMINATIONS :- The GUILD  frequently uses video 

recording of examinations for checking standards and training examiners.   These 

recordings are not released in any other way, and are viewed only by other examiners or 

examiners in training, such as could sit in on examinations in any case.   Candidates must 

be made aware of this.
