The 
examinations provide recognition for the studentôs work and teacher recognition is achieved through the 
Australian Guild Teachers Register. 
 

The Creative Skills and Higher Educations programs covering courses in music to Certificate IV (CUS40109), 
Diploma (CUS50109) and Advanced Diploma (CUS60109) and Bachelor of Music degree (V13940) are 
provided by the Australian Guild of Music Education, Tertiary Course Division.   The AGME is a Registered 
Training Organisation approved to deliver these courses in all States of Australia.   All the courses are on the 
National Qualifications Register and may be completed by distance education.   Video-tapes and DVDs 
ensure that students everywhere receive ñliveò instruction.   Tapes and DVDs of tutorial centre sessions are 
dispatched directly to remote students together with written material. 
 

In the Higher Education Program Bachelor of Music degree, articulation agreements may be arranged with 
other Universities for students who wish to continue their studies beyond a first degree.   The Bachelor course, 
like the others, may be completed by distance education, the Kooyong campus and video material providing 
the appropriate contact between tutors and students.

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CLARINET SYLLABUS.  
 

CLASSICAL. MODERN. JAZZ.  
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IMPORTANT NOTES FOR TEACHERS AND CANDIDATES . 
 

 

GENERAL SYLLABUS NOTES . 
 
This combined Clarinet Syllabus provides a series of examinations commencing at Step One level, thence 

through Step Two and Three, Grades One to Seven, Proficiency Certificate and the Diploma Division. 

The three syllabi are based on progressive technical and musical development, the acquisition of a 

worthwhile repertoire of works and the building of a sound foundation in musicianship. All of the work is 

carefully graded, and teachers preparing students for these examinations, which provide for a wide range of 

abilities, will have a very useful outline upon which to develop their lessons. 

All Syllabi should be used in conjunction with the current AGME Handbook, so that requirements and 

conditions can be met. For the convenience of both candidates and teachers, Ear Tests and General 

Knowledge Sections for each Grade and Diploma level have been included in the actual syllabus 

requirements rather than in a separate section as in the earlier editions. 

 

EXAMINATION MUSIC . 
 
All of the chosen music provides a basis for a sound foundation and a pleasing repertoire. A few items in the 

Examination Lists are published in a number of alternative versions. Care should be taken to ensure that the 

correct edition for the specific Grade standard is obtained. 

From GRADE SIX onwards, where there are Four Lists, the Classical Syllabus music should reflect as far as 

is possible, the four main periods in musical development: viz:- 

 
 List A . Baroque. Contrapuntal. Polyphonic Period. 

 List B. Classical Period. 

 List C. Romantic or National Period. 

 List D. Modern Period. 20th Century. 

 

OWN CHOICE . ALL SYLLABI . 
 
As an aid to individual student development, an OWN CHOICE section is included in every Grade and 

Diploma List throughout the entire three syllabi. The only exception to this concession is in List D in Grades 

SIX and SEVEN in the Classical Syllabus. 

However, this concession should only be used sparingly as the Lists in most cases are musically and 

technically adequate for the candidate. 

In Preliminary and in Grades One and Two, the OWN CHOICE selection is left to the discretion of the 

teacher and/or the candidate.  From Grade THREE onwards, it is normal procedure to apply to the AGME 

for permission to include OWN CHOICE works in a candidate's examination program. Generally. a photo 

copy of the first page of the work should be forwarded to the AGME office. 

Teachers and candidates should be most careful to maintain adequate contrast in style and comparable 

difficulty when selecting an OWN CHOICE work. 

 

AGME  EXAMINATIONS . 
 
AGME examinations provide an excellent goal for students in their music studies. They give a sense of 

purpose and direction and can be undertaken in addition to other music activities. They are not meant to be 

the only event in a student's musical year. The report provides a reliable assessment of a candidate's progress 

and contributes to the student's overall musical development. 

 

MEMORY . 
 
Although not a Grade requirement, the playing of all music from memory is to be encouraged. Memory 

work is required in the Associate and Licentiate Diploma practical examinations. 
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IMPORTANT NOTES FOR TEACHERS AND CANDIDATES . Continued. 

 

PERFORMANCE.  MODERN AND JAZZ SYLLABI ONLY . 
 
It is expected that teachers and candidates will give careful consideration to the development of technical 

skill and musical ability so that the necessary styling demands of the music be adequately met. 

Individualism, creativeness and improvisational ability is to be constantly encouraged in all grade levels in 

order to prepare for the demands of the Proficiency Certificate and Diploma examinations. 

Generally in all Lists, it is recommended that a minimum of 2 choruses be played when the chosen piece is 

in simple binary form. It is expected that the candidate will become familiar with most modern styles and 

rhythms during their course of study in these modern areas. 

 

ASSESSMENT. 
 
Examiners will consider the following points. 

 
 a. Manner of standing and holding the instrument. 

 b. Articulation. 

 c. Breathing, embouchure and general technical control. 

 d. Quality and clarity of tone. 

 e. Accuracy of time and tempo. 

 f. Tuning. 

 g. Phrasing, dynamic control and range. 

 h. Style. 

 i. Fluency. 

 
Candidates must use the recognised normal pitch, and in the manipulation of the instrument, should use 

minimum finger movement. Candidates must provide their own accompanist who may remain in the 

Examination room only whilst performing that task. The teacher may act as accompanist, but not the 

Examiner, except in the case of an accompanied sight reading test. The tuning of the instrument is entirely 

the responsibility of the candidate, the accompanist or the teacher. The Examiner must not assist in this task. 

Candidates must bring their own music stand to the Examination room.

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SCALES AND ARPEGGIOS. COMBINED CLARINET SYLLABUS . 
 
Scales and Arpeggios have been selected to allow for that essential natural growth in instrumental control and 

key development to occur. 

 

All scales and arpeggios must be played from memory. 

 

Any recognised standard edition manual of scales and arpeggios may be used. Correct fingering and accurate, 

fluent playing of all scales and arpeggios is essential. 

 

TEMPO. The suggested scale tempo for each particular grade is to be interpreted as an approximate speed. 

Scales and arpeggios must be fluent at all times, and clarity, tone, control and accuracy should never be 

sacrificed for excessive tempo. The technical level for each Grade should be duly regarded, although 

reasonable tempo modifications are allowable.  The metronome indications placed at the beginning of each 

Grade requirement are an indication only of the speed required for that particular Grade. 

 

NOTE:- The Classical and Modern Syllabi in this publication HAVE THE SAME SCALES AND 

ARPEGGIOS listed for each Step, Grade and also for the Proficiency Certificate, and are interchangeable in 

this regard. However, there are small changes in the Jazz syllabus. 

Always refer at all times to the appropriate Syllabus for exact requirements.

Accuracy and clarity of tone are important, so therefore all unnecessary movement should be eliminated. 

Remember that a relaxed control should always be the aim. Special attention should be given to the 

development of technique especially for the playing of scales and exercises. Co-ordination and precision of 

control must be encouraged and constantly corrected by the teacher. Indeed, everything must be closely su-

pervised to ensure the correct development of good habits. A sound technique needs to be cultivated right from 

the beginning.
